(5) Involve genetically engineered organisms, synthetic biology, governmentally designated noxious weeds, or invasive 
species, unless the proposed activity would be contained or confined in a manner designed and operated to prevent 
unauthorized release into the environment. 

(2) There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposal that may affect the significance of the environmental effects 
of the proposal; and 

(3) The proposal has not been segmented to meet the definition of a categorical exclusion, the proposal is not "connected'' to 
other actions with potentially significant impacts, is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but 
cumulatively significant impacts, and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or 10 CFR 1021.211. 

D. Determination: 

Based on my review of information conveyed to me and in my possession ( or attached) concerning the proposed action, as NEPA 
Compliance Officer (as authorized under DOE Order 451.1 A), I have determined that the proposed action fits within the specified 
class of actions, the other regulatory requirements set forth above are met, and the proposed action is hereby categorically excluded 
from further NEPA review.
