Kansas City National Security Campus (KCNSC) - NCR: KCNSC19-02, Project 6283 - Modifications to Building 9, Canopy, 
Signage & Gate F. This project will construct a 17' x 70' canopy, install a new barrier arm, paint signage on roadway, and 
replace Gate "F' with a Bi-Fold gate. July 2019- December 2019.

(4) Have the potential to cause significant impacts on environmentally sensitive resources (including but not limited to 
those listed in paragraph B.(4))2; or 

(5) Involve genetically engineered organisms, synthetic biology, governmentally designated noxious weeds, or invasive 
species, unless the proposed activity would be contained or confined in a manner designed and operated to prevent 
unauthorized release into the environment. 

(2) There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposal that may affect the significance of the environmental effects 
of the proposal; and 

(3) The proposal has not been segmented to meet the definition of a categorical exclusion, the proposal is not "connected" to 
other actions with potentially significant impacts, is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but 
cumulatively significant impacts, and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or 10 CFR 1021.211.
